He also holds a Doctor of Ministry from San Francisco
Theological Seminary.

Brown has been married for 28 years to Julie Albritton, who works as a
program manager for the San Joaquin County Office of Education. They have
two adult sons—Leon, 11, a graduate of Oakwood University, and Lawrence,
who will soon begin his third year of medical school at Meharry Medical
College in Tennessee. In his spare time, Brown enjoys various forms of physical
exercise and listening to music.

He is looking forward to this next stage of his life. “When I became a pastor, 1
surrendered my heart and mind to God,” said Brown. “Throughout the years,
Julie and I have learned that our commitment to God means that we must
always be open to follow God’s will wherever He leads us. I am looking
forward to seeing how God is going to lead us in Nevada and Utah.”
